• It is of course also possible to be abroad in the 4th, 5th, or 6th semesters. 

• Taking the Group C courses in the first year may make more sense for some students than others, and so replacing those with Group A or D is also possible (in which case, obviously, Group C would be fulfilled later).

• Psych majors have to take four of the department’s “core courses,” and it is the department’s preference that those courses be taken at Reed.  However, this is only a preference, and many students take one or more of their core courses elsewhere.  Whether that is a problem in any fashion depends on the student and her program, and is best discussed case by case.

• In addition to the courses listed above, Psych majors are required to do 6 units in an allied concentration, and, in most cases, these units will also count toward college requirements.  That is why these units are not shown as separate entries in the table.
